FORCES: What is the force of magnetism? 
In Term 2, we will investigate how forces can 
change an object’s speed or direction.  We will 
also focus on how magnets interact with each 
other and other objects. 
 
Light: Why do we need light? 
We will be learning abpout light sources and what 
actually is dark. Additionally, we will learn about

Geography 
The United Kingdom: What are counties? 

In geography, we will be learning all about what 
counties are and why do we have them today. We 
will be learning about whereabouts different 
counties are (including our bordering counties) and 
what the role of the County Council is.  

Computing 
The children will start with a lesson  
learning about online safety before developing  
their coding skills.

During the term we will be exploring 
the big questions:

Art 
The children will be working on 
using different gestures when 
mark making. They will discover 
how to make drawings that 
capture a sense of drama or 
performance using charcoal. 
 

PSHE 
Our focus during this term  
will be Being me in my World where 
children think about their own lives 
and goals.  We will also look at 
Celebrating Differences and what 
makes us unique. 

Music 
The children begin to learn about 
notation and learn a range of 
songs including ‘Home is where 
the heart is’. They will accompany 
the music using glockenspiels. 

PE 
During the term we will be developing our 
coordination and our ability to react and respond.  
We will also work on our creative and social skills 
through balances. 

Maths 
 
In maths lessons, the children will explore 
numbers to 1,000. We will also further develop 
their addition, subtraction, multiplication and 
division skills and apply their knowledge to a 
variety of problems. The children will also 
continue daily work on their times tables and 
arithmetic skills through Early Bird Maths.
